
 
 
 

 
 
 
Night Night Linus is a campaign to provide special care packages to 
homeless and transient children in shelters across the country while 
educating participants on childhood homelessness and its prevalence in 
their community.  This is a national Linus Foundation initiative, 
undertaken as a cooperative effort with Project Night Night. 
 
WHY? 

 

There are approximately 298,000 homeless families in the United 
States.  The environmental stresses associated with homelessness 
negatively influence a childõs early experiences and often lead to an 
increase in mental health problems such as anxiety, depression, poor 
sleep habits, and behavioral issues.  Additionally, children who are 
homeless have lower academic achievement, exacerbated by 
frequent moves and psychological distress, than do children with 
homes.   

  
WHERE? 
 

The Linus Foundation will hand-deliver packages to children in 
homeless shelters (to which weõve already reached out) in the 
following cities:

Louisville, KY  New York, NY  San Francisco, CA

The overall initiative goal is to deliver over 1,500  packages to children in homeless shelters across 
the country.   

 
HOW? 
 

Night Night Linus provides an opportunity for individual, corporate, or 
organization involvement.  The initiative aims to raise monetary and non-
monetary donations to provide care packages to as many homeless children as 
possible.  Each care package will include a tote bag containing at least the 
following: a security blanket, a stuffed animal, and an age-appropriate book.   
Every $20 donated provides a homeless child with a care package.
